APPLYING FOR A GRANT
Please note the following conditions for a grant.
1
For Anglican churches, repairs must be supervised by an architect approved by the Diocese.

2
Also for Anglican churches, application must be made for a faculty. This will ensure that the work is brought under the scrutiny of the Diocesan Advisory Committee for the Care of Churches.

3
The church must be fully insured.

4
The Trust expects applicants to support the annual sponsored Ride and Stride on the second Saturday in September, with church members riding or walking and with the church open and manned on the day.

5
The Trust also expects applicants, where possible to make an annual donation to the Trust. Such contributions enable the Trust to help other churches and church officers thereby acknowledge the help that they have themselves received.
Notes for the guidance of applicants.
1
The Grants Committee will consider your application in the light of the information you give in part one. Please give concise replies to the questions in the spaces provided. In the section headed “Summary of the main works proposed”, please do not enter “See attached letter” but put a summary in the space provided. Expand in a covering letter, if necessary. Grants will not be given towards works costing less than £1,000.

2
If you plan an extensive programme of work, divide it into phases and apply now only for the phase you hope to carry out in the immediate future. Please state, as clearly as possible, the amount needed to carry out the phase of the repairs for which you are seeking help.
3
If you have not applied for a grant from the National Churches Trust (formerly the Historic Churches Preservation Trust) or English Heritage or if an application has been refused, please give the reasons in a covering letter.

4
It will be most helpful to the Grants Committee if you send with your application recent photographs of the exterior and interior of the church and, if possible, others showing details of the repairs needed. A brochure about the church would also be welcome. The Trust publishes an Annual Review, which includes photographs of a number of churches. It would be helpful if your photographs were taken with a digital camera so that they could be transmitted electronically to the editor. Please, however, send prints with the application.
5
The Trust concentrates its resources on essential repairs to the fabric of churches. 


We also have very limited funds available for repairs to organs, bells, monuments, table tombs and lych gates, rewiring, replacement of heating systems, redecoration, reordering, access for the disabled, new lavatories, loop systems and lighting systems. Grants are distributed twice yearly, in June and December.
